Retail sales prices at the SQDC

The SQDC'’s retail sales prices are calculated using a predetermined margin (%) for each product category. The dried
flowers category also includes a fixed margin (dollars per gram). All products in a given category are treated
identically.

The SQDC has also implemented a margin protection ($) calculation. The protected margin is applied if it is greater
than the base calculation.

The retail sale price at the SQDC includes the sales taxes and is rounded up to the nearest tenth.
